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Learning Management

The learning management for students 3-6 years old at The Demonstration School of Silpakorn
University (Early Childhood and Elementary) Early Childhood Level focuses on preparing and
developing balance. This is a balance of physical, mental, social, and intellectual actions proper for
their age, abilities, and individual differences. The school focuses on Active Learning that incorporates
learning using all five senses such as movement, exploration, play, observe, search, experiment, and
problem solving on their own through integrated experiences. There will be activities, skills, and
learning to stimulate children to develop a plan, make decisions, and present ideas to teachers or
experienced organizers as facilitators. It will also provide experiences for children to interact with
other students and personnel within the school. This will allow the children to learn with cooperative
activities in various ways within an environment that is conducive to learning and studying in happy
atmosphere. It will provide experiences for children to interact with a variety of media and learning
sources both inside and outside the school. This will support children's lives and promote good
character, self-discipline, and daily living skills. Moral and ethics is a part of the continuous learning
experience. There will be an organized pre-planned lessons (according to the learning unit) and real-
life experiences based on students' interests (Project Approach). As for the assessment of student
development, the school prepares a narrative by collecting information about the development and
learning of the individual. It is then evaluated and used for benefit of child development in the future.
This includes: classroom research with parents and communities who are involved in planning,
supporting learning media, taking part in activities, and evaluating development. Main activities will
focus on students using experience reinforcing activities, free activities, creative arts activities, motor,
and rhythmic activities, outdoor activities, and educational game activities.

This program is organized by Thai professors and foreign teachers who are experts in English
language development. The program is designed to develop a student’s potential in knowledge,
ability in listening, speaking, reading, and writing as well as being able to communicate in English
effectively. Teaching and learning management at the different levels are as follows: Kindergarten 1
- English language 50% and Thai language 50%, Kindergarten 2 - English 60% and Thai language 40%,
Kindergarten 3 - English 70% and Thai 30%.
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Activities based on Early Childhood Curriculum B.E. 2560

1. Experience Reinforcing Activities / Circle activities - These activities focus on developing
student’s learning and cooperative skills in small and large groups. Students will have opportunities
to practice their listening, speaking, observing, and problem solving skills. They will also practice
applying the concepts they have learned. Experts are invited to hold activities thru various methods
(e.g. conversation, discussion, demonstration, experiment, storytelling, role-play, singing, reciting, field
trip, etc.)

The school publishes annual lesson plans to define weekly lessons that are appropriate with
the context, needs, development, and student’s interest thru integrations of skills and learning areas.
Students have to think, plan, decide, act, and present what they have thought. Teachers are
responsible as supporters to facilitate and assist students. The students have opportunities to interact
with other students and teachers under good environmental conditions that support cooperative
learning activities

2. Free Activities / Play zones - These activities will give students opportunities to play freely
in their room such as Block and Book corner, Science and nature corner, etc. The students can choose
what they want to play freely as individual or group.

The school sets learning corners in the classrooms for the students to learn according to their
interest. The learning corners will always be updated for developing their learning continuously.

3. Creative Art Activities help the students to express their emotions, feeling, creative thinking
and imagination thru arts such as drawing, sculpturing, hand crafting, or other methods that are
appropriate with the students to think creatively.

The school provides 3 activities in a day that are related to what they learn on that day for
the students to develop their creative thinking, express their emotions, and move their muscle.

4. Motor and Rhythmic Activities - The activities will provide the students to move their body
freely following the rhythmic thru songs, rhymes, claps, etc. It can help the student to develop their
imagination and creative thinking.

The teachers assist students to move differently based on speed, rhythmic, emotions,
directions, orders, imitation, and imagination.

5. Outdoor activities - The activities will provide the students opportunities to go outside the
classroom to move their body freely. The activities will be held based on students’ interest and
ability. For example; the students play on the playground, sand, water, and sport equipment.

The school provides the outdoor activities that are appropriate with student’s age to develop
their strength.

6. Educational Games Activities These activities develop student’s intellect with simple rules.

The games can be played individually or in group such as matching things, Domino, finding pictures.
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The students will be able to develop their observing skills and critical thinking skills to find the concept
of colors, shapes, numbers, types, and relationships between spaces and distances.

The school wants the students to be able to find concepts, observe, distinguish, compare,
categorize, and solve problems in their real life. They also do activities with their friends in small and
large groups thru educational games and activities that the school prepares for them.

The curriculum activities are designed according these following main ideas.

1. Developing students’ physic, emotions, feeling, social, and intellect

2. Brain-based Learning that focuses on the experience and environmental management
with student’s nature and brain development.

3. Multiple Intelligences are used for developing their intellect and intelligence.

4. The learning will be integrated thru Thematic Approach and Infusion of knowledge, skills,
and attitudes of each learning areas together with art, Thainess, morals and ethics, and expected
values.

5. STEAM activity is the integrated learning management of 5 sciences together which are
Science, Technology, Engineering, Art, and Mathematics. They added Art to the STEM concept to
enhance students’ imagination and creative thinking.

6. Constructivist and Lifelong Learning methods are focused to let the students think, act,
solve problems, and live with other people happily.

7. Happy Learning is focused on playing and activities with positive learning environment.

Extra Curriculum Activity

The school provides the students with Extra Curriculum Activities to respond with our identity,
uniqueness, philosophy, and vision in a pattern of project such as Intensive English Program Plus. To
develop students to be knowledgeable and skilled in English and Chinese for communicating
internationally. To develop learners to have confidence in using English and Chinese. Have a good
attitude towards teaching English and Chinese. Appreciate the value and benefits of English and
Chinese. To benefit daily life and further education. Also to encourage learners to exchange
knowledge of language and culture with native speakers. Important Days Project, Arts Project, Sports
Day Project, Field Trips Project and Approach Learning Project, etc. Other special activities such as
music and movement activities and self- awareness, etc.

STEM activity is the integrated learning management of 4 sciences: Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Mathematics. They focus on blending the knowledge to solve problems in real life,
and also develop or product new useful processes suitable to their way of living and work. The activity
provides students a link to those 4 sciences with the real live experiences which emphasizes the
understanding of rules and theories. The students will be able to develop their thinking skills, question
making skills, problem solving, finding and analyzing new information, and merge the information into

their life. The 5 main points of STEM are: (1) to focus on the integration of teaching method, (2) to
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help students to connect 4 subject matters to their real life, (3) to emphasize the development of
21st Century Skills, (4) to challenge the student’s thoughts, and (5) to give the students opportunities
to express their opinions related to the 4 subjects. The objective of STEM learning management is to
encourage students to study Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics, and let them know
the importance of those 4 subjects

STEAM activity is the integrated learning management of 5 sciences together which are Science,
Technology, Engineering, Art, and Mathematics. They added Art to the STEM concept to enhance

students’ imagination and creative thinking.

Evaluation

The evaluation will focus on student’s learning development which is infused in each main
activities. Most of the Early Childhood Evaluation is an observation of student’s behaviors individually
and consistently. The teacher will record in the descriptive passage, and collect student’s assignment
in their Portfolio. There are 4 types of the evaluation.

1. The intellect evaluation can assess the development by the observation student’s
behaviors thru an interview, and conversations with the students during the activity. The reflection
from the students will show student’s thinking processes of science, mathematic, and language thru
Portfolio for the whole academic year.

2. The emotional and mental evaluation can assess the development by the observation
student’s behaviors thru an interview, and conversations to see their confidence and emotional
control during the activity

3. The social evaluation can assess the development by the observation thru how the students
interact to the activity with the discipline, responsibility, respect, public mind. Related people will be
interviewed to get the information.

4. The physical evaluation can assess the development by the observation and behavioral
recorded forms thru the interview their parents about the health behaviors. Movement skills during
the activity can reflect the physical competence that accord to the standard of weight and height.

Beside the evaluation of student’s development, The Demonstration School of Silpakorn
University (Early Childhood and Elementary) aims to evaluate student’s English language skill

(Listening, Speaking, Writing, and Reading), and reports to their parents in every semester.
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Learning Management

1. Principles of learning management

The principles of learning management enable the learners to attain knowledge and
competencies for the standards required, major capacities and desirable characteristics as prescribed
in the Basic Core Curriculum as follows: Learners are most important; All are capable of learning and
self-development; Priority is given to learners’ benefits; The process of learning management must
enable learners to develop themselves naturally to their highest potentiality; Consideration must be
given to differences among individuals and their brain development; And emphasis must be given to
both knowledge and morality.

2. Learning process

The learning management is through the learner-centred approach. Learners will experience
a variety of learning processes that serve as tools for enabling them to achieve the curriculum goals.
Among the essential learning processes for learners are: integrated learning process; knowledge-
creating process; thinking process; social process; heuristic learning process; learning process from
actual experience; process of actual practice; management process; research process; self-learning
process; and process of developing characteristics.

Learners should be trained and receive further development for acquiring competence in
these processes, which will facilitate their learning, enabling them to achieve the curriculum goals.
Teachers are therefore required to study and understand various learning processes in order to be
able to make judicious choices.

3. Designing learning management

Teachers are required to study the curriculum of the educational institution concerned in
order to understand the learning standards, indicators, learners’ major capacities, desirable
characteristics and learning contents suitable to the learners. The teachers then proceed to design
learning management by choosing teaching methods and techniques, learning media/resources, and
evaluation measures, so as to allow the learners to develop to their highest potentiality and thereby
attain the established goals.

4.Teaching Methodology

The curriculum focuses on learning by incorporating in both Thai and international ways of
life. The school aims to produce and develop ethical students that have moral values and intellectual
potential, ensuring and promoting learners’ confidence in communicating. The foreign teachers and

Thai teachers, who are fluent in English, will develop students’ knowledge and abilities in listening,
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speaking, reading and writing, as well as to communicate in English effectively. Teachers will use
appropriate teaching strategies that enhance the students’ abilities and skills. Communicative
Language Teaching Approach will be used in teaching a foreign language. The main principle of this
approach is: Language is not just a sound system that includes grammar, vocabulary and structure,
but it is used in communication systems. The learning management also incorporates the learning of
listening — speaking (Audio-Lingual Method) and the integration of grammar and translation (Grammar
Translation). In conjunction with the event, learning through specific teaching strategies such as Play
- based Learning ,Task — based Learning , Community Language Learning, Project based Learning and
Total Physical Response (learning a language with a response in the form of body movement) are also

focused.

Learning Standard

English Program of the Demonstration School of Silpakorn University (Early Childhood and
Elementary) is in accordance with the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E. 2551 (A.D. 2008) and the
revised edition (B.E.2563) (A.D. 2020), including in accordance with the school curriculum of the school
in the normal program with the learning standards set in 8 learning areas. The emphasis is on the
use of English in communication. English is used as a medium of instruction in the following learning
content areas:

1. Mathematics

2. Science

3. Health and Physical Education

4. Arts

5. Foreign Languages
Thai language is used as a medium of instruction in the following content areas:

1. Thai Language

2. Social Studies, Religion and Culture

3. Occupations and Technology

Graduation criteria
School curriculum of the Demonstration School of Silpakorn University (Early Childhood and
Elementary), the revised edition (B.E.2563) (A.D. 2020) in accordance with the Basic Education Core
Curriculum B.E. 2551 (A.D. 2008) sets the criteria for graduation as follows.
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Graduation criteria of elementary level

1. The learners studying at grade 1-6 learn basic courses and additional courses as
determined by the educational institution.

2. The learners must have a grade 1 and above evaluation of every course.

3. The learners have the evaluation results of reading, thinking, analyzing and writing through
the assessment criteria at excellent / good / pass level.

4. The learners have the evaluation results of desirable characteristics through the assessment
criteria at an excellent / good / pass level.

5. The learners participate in student development activities and get the results of the

evaluation "P" every activity.

Learning Assessment

Assessment procedures are conducted to evaluate students. Periodical exams are conducted
twice every term. Students also undergo oral tests to develop a positive thinking attitude, as well as
confidence.
Methods Ways of evaluation:

- Observe the children's abilities in activities

- Structured oral conversation for evaluation

- Communicate with the parents

- Interact with the parents during parent-teacher meetings

- Presentation of the children's work

- Evaluate the handouts, work sheets, and workbooks on performance based on goals and

objectives

- Evaluation of progress of the accumulated projects in each student's portfolio.

1. Assessment of learning and study (Formative Evaluation).

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Learning Assessment
1. Classroom assessment

Measurement and evaluation are part of the learning process. Teachers regularly and
continuously measure and evaluate students’ performance in teaching-learning activities by using
diverse assessment techniques, e.g., asking questions, observing, examining homework, assessing
projects, tasks/assignments and portfolios, and using written tests, etc. Teachers will conduct
evaluations themselves or provide learners with opportunities for self-evaluation, peer-to-peer
evaluation, and evaluation by parents.

Classroom assessments aimed at verifying whether and to what extent learners have
achieved development and progress in learning through the provided teaching-learning activities, and
determining what must be improved and which areas must be strengthened.

2. School assessment

This evaluation is conducted by the educational institution in order to appraise the
learners’ achievements on an annual/semester basis, based on assessment of reading, analytical
thinking and writing, desirable characteristics, and learner development activities. The aim is also to
obtain relevant information about whether education provided by the educational institution has
enabled learners to reach their goals of learning, and what are the learners’ strengths. The learning
outcomes can also be compared with national assessment criteria. School assessment will provide
data and information for improving policy, curriculum, projects and teaching-learning methodology.
Evaluation outcomes are also useful for preparation of each educational institution’s educational
quality development plan in accord with the educational quality assurance guidelines, as well as
reports on each educational institution’s achievement to its school board, the office of the
educational service area, OBEC, parents and the community.

3. National test
The data from evaluation at the various levels mentioned above will be useful to educational
institutions for checking, reviewing and developing learners’ quality. It is incumbent upon the
educational institutions to establish a system for providing necessary care and assistance, remedial
measures, and encouragement and support in order to allow learners to develop themselves to
their highest potentiality. Such development will be based on individual differences, depending on
their particular problems and needs. The various groups include average achievers, the gifted and
talented, under-achievers, those with disciplinary and behavioural problems, those who refuse
schooling, those with economic and social problems, and those with physical and intellectual
disabilities, etc. The data obtained from the evaluation therefore will provide essential information

to the educational institutions for providing timely assistance to learners, who are thus allowed to

enjoy full development and learning achievement.
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
